The Patron Saint Of Hopeless Cases

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Splashpoint is an area of Worthing we often visit to refresh on hot days. However back in 1901 Splashpoint was famous for another reason, when to everyone’s surprise and delight the beach was awash with more than just seaweed. 
The steamship Indiana settled in the water two miles off East Worthing, having lost its cargo of oranges and lemons to the sea. 
The residents of Worthing made a good job of cleaning up the mess as it drifted ashore. 
Besides fruit, they found several copper tanks encased in wood and containing lemon essence – a very expensive commodity – and containers of an ingredient used for tanning.
The ship itself was later blown up, to avoid it becoming hazard for other vessels. More than a century later, the remains are still there, beneath 40 feet of water two miles off shore and providing a cosy home for conger eels.

There have been many shipwrecks and groundings in and around the Worthing area and lifeboats were stationed in the town for many years.

Who was Saint Jude?

Saint Jude was one of the Twelve Apostles appointed by Jesus to lead his Church.

He is generally identified with "Thaddeus", and is variously known as Jude Thaddaeus, Judas Thaddaeus, Jude (brother or son) of James (Luke 6:16; Acts 1:13), or Lebbaeus. He is sometimes identified with Jude, referred to in the Bible as "brother" or "kinsman" of Jesus (Luke 6:16; Mark 6:3; Matthew 13:55-57). Some Latin manuscripts of Matthew 10:3 refer to him as Judas the Zealot.

For many centuries he was wrongly confused with Judas Iscariot, the disciple who betrayed Jesus. The Gospel of John refers to a disciple called "Judas not Iscariot" (John 14:22). He is also not to be confused with "Thaddeus of Edessa", one of the seventy disciples sent out by Jesus to proclaim the Kingdom of God.
Very little is known about Jude's life after the death and resurrection of Jesus, but the ancient tradition of the Church is that he preached the Gospel in the Middle East, namely Judea, Samaria, Idumaea, Syria, Mesopotamia, Libya, Beirut and Edessa.

Little is known about Jude's later life, ancient tradition of the Church is that after preaching about the Good News of God's love for all Jude died as a martyr, giving his life in witness to Jesus Christ. According to the tradition of the Christians in Armenia, Jude was martyred about 65AD in the Lebanon town of Beirut, together with the apostle Simon the Zealot. The Roman Catholic Church recalls the memory of Saints Simon and Jude on 28th October.
