Freeze the Balls of a Brass Monkey 
Back in the day, every ship had a cannon for protection. Cannons of the times required round iron cannonballs. The master wanted to store the cannonballs so that they could be of instant use when needed, yet not roll around the gun deck. The solution was to stack them up in a square-based pyramid next to the cannon. The top level of the stack had one ball, the next level down had four, the next had nine, the next had sixteen, and so on. Four levels would provide a stack of 30 cannonballs. 
[image: Artillery Photograph - Stack Of Cannon Balls At Castillo San Felipe Del Morro by Bryan Mullennix]The only real problem was how to keep the bottom level from sliding out from under the weight of the higher levels. To do this, they devised a small brass plate ("brass monkey") with one rounded indentation for each cannonball in the bottom layer. Brass was used because the cannonballs wouldn't rust to the "brass monkey", but would rust to an iron one. 

However, when temperatures fall, brass contracts in size faster than iron. As it got cold on the gun decks, the indentations in the brass monkey would get smaller than the iron cannonballs they were holding. If the temperature got cold enough, the bottom layer of balls would pop out of the indentations spilling the entire pyramid over the deck. Thus it was, quite literally, cold enough to freeze the balls off a brass monkey.
Hmm well that sounds very good but after some considerable searching I found that the brass surround was never called a monkey – oops and further, the balls were not kept on deck, they would be all over the place in bad weather! 
What seemed like a good explanation just fell on its face.
[image: Image result for powder monkey]The phrase is actually first recorded as “freeze the tail off a brass monkey”. Far more plausible though is also a nautical reference from 1822 for the monkey tail which appears in the earliest known version of the phrase. This was a lever that was used to aim a cannon. Ships had cannons called 
Monkey’s and then there was the Powder Monkey named after the animal, usually young boys selected for their height and speed who ran between cannons while remaining safe below the ships gunwale keeping them from being shot.
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[image: Image result for tail brass monkey window latch]The Oxford dictionary agrees that the phrase was first recorded as 'freeze the tail off a brass monkey’.
Further investigation spoke of the phrase probably being used by those making and using the type of brass window fastener of the day, in the form of a monkey’s tail. The different temperatures changes, with no central heating, meant the brass expanded and contracted making it harder to open and close the latches which were prone to snapping at their weakest point. Hmm, not sure, although it makes some sense.
Later of course the male genitalia connotations came along with many different claims of who and where the first reference to the known phrase today may have originated, although most agree they seem to have originated in the USA.
